3rd Decem ber Ch ristmas |deas an electrocardiogram (ECG). This test is used to record the electrical activity of your heart. If a
more detailed image is required, an echocardiogram (ECHO) can be taken.

An ECG machine picks up and records the electrical signals that make your
heart beat. Small sticky patches (electrodes) are placed on your chest, arms

activity of your heart. A printout of your heart’s electrical activity can then
be taken for evaluation by our cardiologists.
